Introduction:
This is the “play-by-play” method that I used to setup/configure Analog to analyze the web statistics on the DotNetNuke website for the Community Foundation of Sarasota County (CFSC).  I setup 7 different configuration files to analyze the statistics over the following time periods:
1. Since day 1

2. Last 1 day

3. Last 7 days

4. Last 30 days

5. Last 90 days

6. Last 182 days

7. Last 365 days

I included a custom logo for CFSC.  I also enabled advanced reporting features such as DNS name resolution which may take some time to run depending upon the system.  Anyone is welcome to use these steps as a blue print, and modify them for their own custom installation.
